The Palestinian Center for the Independence of the Judiciary and the Legal profession – Musawa, has received a request letter from The Central Elections Commission – Palestine to deliver legal awareness among the political parties and civil society regarding the election codes that are applied in the Palestinian territories, especially women and the Christians portion within it that says the following:

“The Central Elections Commission – Palestine, within the preparations of the general Palestinian elections, has witnessed that the political parties in specific and the civil society in general are in a deep need to enhancing the legal awareness of the Palestinian election codes, specially the cases regarding women and the Christians portion within it.

Therefore, the Central Elections Commission – Palestine would like to ask - Musawa to carryout the legal awareness of the Palestinian election codes among targeted categories, through your networking channels among the Palestinian civil society.

For this, The Central Elections Commission - Palestine propose to deliver the necessary training and information for a certain specialized crew that Musawa elects, to carryout the legal awareness of the Palestinian election codes through implementing workshops that target local institutions, political parties and related NGO’s.

We would be thankful, after your acceptance to our request above, if you provide us with list of names of the suitable crew to deliver the workshops needed in the various
