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Weekly report from 9-16feb.
The Executive Director of Musawa met with Judge Farid al-Jallad, Head of the higher Council  for Justice and Head of the Supreme court on Wednesday 10th/2/2009. Justice al-Jallad attended the meeting based on a request by Musawa in relation to some judicial processes and procedures in a Higher Court suit. Musawa asked 
 for abolishing the camera monitoring inside of courtrooms. This request is due to the absence of any legal justification and sanctioned on the grounds that their presence would improve the independence of the judges and the confidentiality of deliberations and would pose control over the performance of judicial work. This action contradicts the rule of law which also discussed the risks associated with the procedural provisions by the bodies being formed into lobby for consideration in civil suits. In particular those relating to unwarranted arrest and its impact on the judiciary and the litigants to see the concept of unity of judicial principles. The meeting also covered a number of demands related to the performance of some of the judicial authority, which the Executive Director asked the the Head of Council  to respond to reminders sent to him by lawyers or civil society organizations, which is a civil duty that should be followed. 
The Head of the higher Council  for Justice, in his turn, showed his attention to the arisen subjects, and promised to take the required procedures.   

Musawa is awaiting a written answer to be sent on Thursday 11th/2/2010 in relation to one of the reminders which was raised by a lawyer and Musawa which contained the following; 
Paper published by the office of the head of Higher Justice
Subject; reminders issued by the Council  of Higher Justice 
Salutations from Justice Authority. On the matter of the above mentioned subject, it should be know that the Council  of Higher Justice is reviewing all previously issued reminders due to the letter you sent to insure that we have taken into the law into consideration. In addition to informing you that the letter you sent is of utmost importance to the Council  
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Musawa, as of Monday morning 15/2/2010, has started a regional training course titled "Development of Legal skills for those in the legal profession". This training course will be covering the topic of Constitutional Courts. The training course will have Egyptian and Jordanian legal experts and judges. The training course will end on Thursday 18/2/2010.

Musawa thanks the Higher Constitutional Court of Egypt, and the University of Cairo for their fruitful cooperation which led to the achievement of the goals and aims.  The Higher Constitutional Court delegated a head of committee from among those participating, which where; Dr. Abdul Aziz Sliman (who lectured the training course), while the Law Department in the University of Cairo delegated the head of its General Law Department to Dr. Fathi Fikri, p.h.d. in constitutional laws. Musawa would also like the thank Dr. Ahmad al-Halabi, former minister in the Jordanian Government, for his participation. In addition to thanking Dr. Mohammad al-Hamouri for training the Palestinian delegation, which includes representatives of the District Attorney, and the Legal Advisors of several ministries, university professors and lawyers with over a decade of experience.
