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Weekly report from 16-22 Feb.
Musawa - the Palestinian Center for the Independence of the Judiciary and the Legal Profession convened a training course funded by European Union entitled “Capacity building for reform, specialized in the filed of constitutional judiciary and law” from the 14th till the 19rd of February 2010 at the Regency Palace Hotel / Amman. The training course was attended by 30 of heads of public prosecution, senior legal advisers of the PA ministries, professors of constitutional law in the Palestinian universities, and senior lawyer.
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Among the trainers were:

· Consultant Dr. Abdul Aziz Selman (Cairo) -  head of the commissioners body of the supreme constitutional court in Egypt

· Dr. Fathi Fekri (Cairo) - Professor and Head of the General Law Department at Cairo University.

· Dr. Ahmed Meligy (Cairo) – Professor of constitutional law and Dean of the faculty of law.
· Dr. Muhammad Hammouri (Amman) – Professor of constitutional Law and Former Jordanian Minister.
The training concluded with the following recommendations:

1- Accelerate the establishment of the Constitutional Court and activate the Constitutional Court Acts.

2- Formation of a body to monitor on the mechanisms to implement judgments.

3- Reconsidering the question of the original advocacy.

4- The need of amendment of the Basic Law and the law of the constitutional Court prior to its inception in order to be based on solid foundations.

5- Train and educate the heads of prosecutor in the field of constitutional jurisdiction.

6- Examine the revised draft of the Constitutional Court law before applying it and provide convincing arguments for these amendments.

7- Add an amendment in the law that allows for the formation of a commissioners body.

8- Deliberation are confidential

9- Decrease the approach or increase the approach

10- Not to publish dissenting opinions

11- Cancel the direct action
12- Distribute the judgments of the court

13- Taking into account the various international models expertise regarding the constitutional judiciary law.

14- Reinforce the public awareness of citizens regarding the constitutional right and law

15- Find a mechanism that set up the necessary qualifications of the constitutional Judge.

16- Create a lobby to push towards the formation of the constitutional court.

17- In general the participant perspective regarding the formation of the constitutional court divided into 2 aspect:

1- Section One:  considers the formation of the Constitutional Court is an urgent need and a constitutional requirement, as stipulated by the Basic Law.

2- Section II considers that the formation of the Constitutional Court is not urgent and not a necessity, especially that the Supreme Court tentatively operates it acts, and its formation in the meantime will foster and devote the internal division.

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Brief of the Action:

Trainers from previous actions and stages collaborated and attended a training in a method of Peer-to-Peer education. The training focused on the contents of the Palestinian Employment Standards and its guide who were issued lately by the project’s terms. Trainers presented contents of Palestinian Law of Labor; relationship between employer and employee based on the law; main obligations and rights of both employees and employers; and other facts and standards of the law.
