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Musawa - the Palestinian Center for the Independence of the Judiciary and the Legal Profession, have received a appreciation and thankful letter from the Attorney General - Adviser Mr. Ahmad Mughani regarding the training course that was convened in Amman last month specialized in the constitutional judiciary and law that was targeted the heads and members of  the Public Prosecution.

Later on, the executive director of Musawa met the Attorney General and discussed several complaints on the performance of some of the public prosecution members. In the same time, the Attorney General promised to treat these problems as soon as possible, and expressed interest to fostering the joint collaboration among Musawa and the Public Prosecution regarding several legal aspects, and requesting from Musawa to organize more training courses specially in the field of Forensic and Administrative Justice.

*-Musawa - the Palestinian Center for the Independence of the Judiciary and the Legal Profession, have received early this week a request letter from the Minister of Justice Dr. Alli Khashan requesting Musawa to be part of the consultation council of the justice sector, same by, Musawa welcomed and accepted the request.

Furthermore, the executive director of Musawa met the minister of Justice and discussed to foster the joint collaboration among Musawa and the Ministry of Justice; both sides reached an agreement regarding the future collaboration to enhancing the rule of law. On the other hand, the Minister of Justice promised to respond on the memorandum that was sent from Musawa last week that requested the ministry to ask the Supreme Court (that operates the constitutional court responsibilities), to explain section two from the article of 101 of the basic law, that is related to the military justice.

Musawa looks forward for a written agreement with the Ministry of Justice.
