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from the initiative of the Musawa, some of the concerned civil society institutions in human rights and good governance that operate in Gaza Strip (Musawa, Alhaq, Aldameer, the independent commission for human rights, the Palestinian center for hum rights and Mizan), convened an urgent meeting on the 15th of April 2010 in Aldameer organization, and discussed the Consequences of executing two individuals.  

The meeting resulted in refusing the implementation of such a punishment that contradicts with the basic law, and recalled upon the Gaza government to immediately cease performing the death penalty, since it contradicts with the role of reform.
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Musawa and Relief International, in cooperation with Sawa’ed held a workshop for SME employers as well as representatives of social and women associations in the Bethlehem area on Sunday, the 25th of April 2010. Fareed al Atrash, a representative of the Independent Commission for Human Rights presented the workshop by lecturing about the relationship between employers and employees as well as the rights of boths sides in the workplace. The 28 participants signed that they endorse the working women’s rights focused on in the Palestinian Employee Standards book as a gesture of respecting employee and women’s rights. This workshop is a part of the activities in the Access to Justice for Poor Women project, funded by the European Union.
